admitted (with effect from the academic year 2001-02) as prescribed by the Bar Council of
India.

1. ADMISSION

"L. A candidate for admission to LL B. Three Year Degree Course has to qualify at the Law

Common Entrance Examination (LAWCET) for that academic year. The candidates will be

admitted strictly in accordance with the merit secured at the entrance examination, keeping in

view the Rules in force in respect of statutory reservation of seats under various categories of
candidates.

2. Eligibility for admission: An applicant who has graduated in any discipline of kndwledge

from a University established by an Act of Parliament or by a State Legislature or an

equivalent national institution recognized as a Deemed University or Foreign University.

VIL. IMPROVEMENT OF DIVISION

1. Paper-wise Improvement

a) When a candidate has passed in one or more papers/subjects in the first attempt in the
regular® examination(s) conducted by the University for his/her batch, paper-wise
improvement is permissible only in those papers.

3 A candidate is permitted to appear for paper—mse improvement only once for a

semester examination.
¢) A candidate who wishes to imiprove histher performance may be permitted to do so if
he/she appears in the immediate next examination conducted by the University.
Paper-wise improvement is not permissible for any backlog** completed paper.
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for improvement eXamination as per the scheme of €Xamination apg syllabus in vogue
at the time of taking his/her €Xamination.

b) When a candidate appears fo ter/semesters, he/she may be
permitted to have the better of the two aggregates i.e., the original or improvement.

©) The candidate is_allowed for improvement in aggregate by appearing not more than

two times for any semester. Further, ageregate improvement is limited 'to period of
three years afier passing the fina] Semester examination ' &
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4. No candidate shall be allowsd to pursue more than one degree course simultaneously.

X. SUBJECTS FOR STUDY

Whenever a course or scheme of instruction changed in a particular year, two
more examinations immediately followiag thereafter shall be conducted according to the
old syllabus/regulations. Candidates not appearing at the examinations or failing in them
shall take the examination subsequently according to the changed syllabus/regulations.
